





(i) the activity meets one or both of the following criteria:

(A) the higher crane is being used to erect, service or dismantle the
lower crane;

(B) there is a minimum clearance of 18 m (60 ft.) between the
underside of the jib of the higher crane and the highest point on
the lower crane that is within the tip radius of the higher crane,
and

(i) written operating procedures for the activity are developed and
implemented to ensure the safety of workers. , and

(f) in subsection (5) (a) by striking out “collision or interference” and substituting
“contact” and by striking out “with” and substituting “and”.

Section 16.43 (3) is amended by striking out “14.39,”.

Section 19.24.1 is amended
(a) by renumbering the section as section 19.24.1 (1), and

(b) by adding the following subsection:

(2) If practicable, an employer must ensure that a tower crane operating at a
workplace that has exposed electrical equipment or conductors that have a
voltage within a range set out in column 1 of Table 19-1A is equipped with a
zone-limiting device that prevents the crane from operating in the relevant
minimum approach distance to the exposed electrical equipment or conductors
set out opposite in column 2.
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
